The following day, in
Cacoal-RO, a round-table discussion was held with members of
the Direction, where the General Representative Mestre brought
orientations about many subjects and departments, including the
Plantation of Mariri and Chacrona, actions of the Spiritual Orien-
tation for Children and Youth, Workplace safety within the Center
and the Preparation of Leaders.

The conservation of the
treasure in the Jardim da
Realeza (Royal Garden)

On December 15th and 16th, the 1st Seed Bank Network was ins-
talled at N. Jardim da Realeza, in Santa Luzia-AC (near Cruzeiro
do Sul-AC).

The formation of the Seed Bank Network has the objective of cre-
ating a reserve of genetic material with a diversity of native mariri
and chacrona to be conserved in Nucleos of the UDV, with the
support and supervision of the General Directorate.

The project aims to ensure that the quality of our sacred plants is
maintained to be as close as possible to what we have today in
our plantations and in the native forests for future generations.

The President of the Department of Plantation and Environment,
M. Reinaldo Pereira, highlighted the important relevance of the
Seed Bank Network of attending to the Unido do Vegetal: “We can
affirm that the implementation of this first Bank is a milestone in
the Center’s history and an important achievement for everyone
who is dedicating themselves to this victorious journey.”

Two other Seed Bank Networks will be installed in the first half of
2019; one in Ouro Preto do Oeste-RO and the other in Belém-PA.
